THE CLAIM

An explosion and fire occurred at an XL insured waste treatment facility due to a fire in
an on-site trailer containing waste drums. The drums contained lab-packed chemicals
including solvents. Between 30,000 and 40,000 gallons of fire water was generated in
fire extinguishing efforts. The fire water was retained on the site due to a storm water
system and containment dikes. There was no off-site migration of the fire water.

THE RESPONSE

XLls environmental technical consultant worked closely with the insured following the
incident. The technical consultant assisted the insured with oversight of the cleanup at
the facility. Most of the water and spilled chemicals were contained on concrete and
asphalt, so there were only minor soil affects. Approximately 20 cubic yards of waste
were generated from superficial scraping of soils and the parking lot. Free products
were recontainerized, as well as cleaned and decontaminated.
