This is a Claims‑Made and Reported Policy

Please Read Carefully

In consideration of the payment of the premium set out in the Schedule and in reliance upon the statements contained within the Application (and in any supplemental materials and information submitted thereto) made a part hereof which the INSURED warrants are true and complete and which it is hereby agreed are the basis of the Policy and subject to all the terms and conditions of this Policy the XL Europe Ltd hereinafter referred to as the Company) agrees with the NAMED INSURED as follows:

I
INSURING AGREEMENT
COVERAGE A ‑ PROFESSIONAL LIABILITY

To indemnify the INSURED for all sums in excess of the retention amount stated in Item 4 of the Schedule which the INSURED shall become legally liable to pay as DAMAGES for breach of professional duty as a result of CLAIMS FIRST MADE AGAINST THE INSURED AND REPORTED IN WRITING TO THE COMPANY DURING THE POLICY PERIOD or Extended Discovery Period if applicable as a direct result of any negligent act, negligent error or negligent omission, in PROFESSIONAL SERVICES rendered or that should have been rendered by the INSURED or by any person for whose acts, errors or omissions the INSURED is legally responsible, and arising out of the conduct of the INSURED's profession as described in the Schedule.

COVERAGE B ‑ CONTRACTOR'S POLLUTION LEGAL LIABILITY

To indemnify the INSURED against LOSS for all sums in excess of the retention amount stated in  Item 4 of the Schedule which the INSURED shall become legally liable to pay as DAMAGES as a result of CLAIMS FIRST MADE AGAINST THE INSURED AND REPORTED IN WRITING TO THE COMPANY DURING THE POLICY PERIOD, or Extended Discovery Period if applicable, for POLLUTION CONDITIONS arising out of the performance of PROFESSIONAL SERVICES rendered by the INSURED;

It is a condition precedent to coverage under Coverage B of this policy that coverage is only afforded for operations performed by the NAMED INSURED:

i)
as specifically described in Item 5 of the Schedule, and

ii)
the CONTRACT is initiated after the Retroactive date stated in Item 7 of the Schedule, and

iii)
written notification of progress of operations under the CONTRACT is reported to the Company on a semi‑annual basis on forms as supplied to the NAMED INSURED by the Company.

PROVIDED ALWAYS THAT such negligent act, negligent error or negligent omission under Coverage A or POLLUTION CONDITIONS under Coverage B must have been committed or alleged to have been committed:

a.
during the POLICY PERIOD, or

b.
prior to the POLICY PERIOD and subsequent to the Retroactive Dates stated in the Schedule:

FURTHER THAT:

1. if prior to the POLICY PERIOD the INSURED had knowledge of such act, error or omission or POLLUTION CONDITION, this Policy shall not apply to such act, error or omission or POLLUTION CONDITION; or

2.
if the INSURED has a prior policy or policies which provide insurance for its liability arising out of such act, error or omission or POLLUTION CONDITION, this Policy shall not apply to such liability whether or not the available limits of liability of such prior policy or policies are sufficient to pay any liability or CLAIM or whether or not the retention provisions and amount of such prior policy or policies are different from this Policy.

It is a condition precedent to coverage under this policy that coverage is only afforded for PROFESSIONAL SERVICES:

i)
performed by or on behalf of the INSURED only;

ii)
as specifically described in Item 5 of the Schedule; and

iii)
the contract for such PROFESSIONAL SERVICES was executed after the Retroactive Date(s) stated in Item 7 of the Schedule.

II
DEFINITIONS
A.
NAMED INSURED means the individual, partnership, or corporation designated in the Schedule.

B.
INSURED means any partner (where the NAMED INSURED is a partnership), executive officer or director or of the NAMED INSURED solely while acting within the scope of their duties as such;

1.
any employee of the firm or predecessor firm as specifically designated in the Schedule solely while acting in their professional capacity on behalf of said firms;

2.
any former partner, director or employee of the firm or predecessor firms as specifically designated in the Schedule solely while acting within their professional capacity on behalf of said firms:

3.
as respects the liability of each INSURED above as is otherwise covered herein, the heirs, executors, administrators, assigns and the legal representatives of each of the above INSUREDS in the event of death, incapacity or bankruptcy.

C.
CLAIM means a written demand received by the INSURED for money or services, including legal or arbitration proceedings against the INSURED.

D.
CLAIMS EXPENSE means:

1.
fees and expenses charged by any lawyer designated by the Company;

2.
fees and expenses charged by any lawyer designated by the INSURED with the written consent of the Company.

3.
all other fees, costs, prejudgement interest, post judgement interest, and expenses resulting from the investigation, adjustment, defence and appeal of a CLAIM, if incurred by the Company or by the INSURED with the written consent of the Company.

However, "CLAIMS EXPENSE" does not include salary charges of regular employees or officials of the Company or fees and expenses of supervisory counsel retained by the Company.

E.
DAMAGES means a monetary judgement, award or settlement and does not include fines, taxes, penalties or punitive, exemplary, or multiplied damages, injunctive or equitable relief, or the return of fees or charges for services rendered.

F.
POLICY PERIOD means the period from the inception date of this Policy to the Policy expiration date as set forth in the Schedule or its earlier termination date, if any.

G.
PROFESSIONAL SERVICES means the performance of those activities described in Item 5 of the Schedule.

H. POLLUTION CONDITIONS means the discharge, dispersal, release or escape of smoke, vapours, fumes, acids, alkalis, toxic chemicals, liquids or gases, waste materials or other irritants, contaminants or pollutants into or upon land, the atmosphere or any watercourse or body of water, which results in BODILY INJURY or PROPERTY DAMAGE.

I.
BODILY INJURY means bodily injury, sickness, disease, psychiatric damage or shock sustained by any person, including death resulting therefrom, arising out of the performance by the NAMED INSURED of PROFESSIONAL SERVICES as designated in article 5 of the Schedule.

J.
PROPERTY DAMAGE means:

1.
physical injury to or destruction of tangible property including the resulting loss of use thereof,

2.
Clean Up Costs,

3.
loss of use of tangible property that has not been physically injured or destroyed.

provided that such PROPERTY DAMAGE is caused solely and directly by POLLUTION CONDITIONS arising out of the performance by the NAMED INSURED of PROFESSIONAL SERVICES designated in Item 5 of the Schedule.

K.
EC means the European Economic Community, including its institutions, servants, agencies, representative bodies or persons.

L.
CLEAN‑UP COSTS means expenses for the removal, neutralisation and remediation, of solid, liquid, gaseous or thermal contaminants irritants or pollutants.

M.
VEHICLE means a land or motor vehicle, trailer or semi‑ trailer designated for travel on public roads, including any machinery or apparatus attached thereto.

N.
CONTRACT means any agreement to effect any of the covered operations.

III
TERRITORY
This Policy only applies to CLAIMS arising from PROFESSIONAL SERVICES rendered in Great Britain, Northern Ireland, the Channel Islands or the Isle of Man and made or brought in Great Britain, Northern Ireland, the Channel Islands or the Isle of Man.

IV
EXCLUSIONS
This Policy Does Not Apply:

to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of any dishonest, fraudulent, malicious or knowingly wrongful act, error or omission committed by or at the direction of the INSURED;

2.
to liability arising out of the INSURED's services and/or capacity as:

a.
an officer, director, partner, trustee or employee of a business enterprise not named in the Schedule or charitable organisation or pension, welfare, profit sharing, mutual or investment fund or trust;

b. a fiduciary;

3.
to any CLAIM made by or on behalf of:

a.
any NAMED INSURED or any INSURED;

b.
a parent company of any NAMED INSURED;

c.
a subsidiary of any NAMED INSURED;

d.
a business enterprise in which any NAMED INSURED or any INSURED is:

1.
an officer;

2.
a director;

3.
an employee;

4.
a partner;

5.
a shareholder;

6.
a joint venturer;

e.
any business enterprise that is associated or affiliated with any NAMED INSURED or any INSURED; or to any CLAIM made by or on behalf of any business enterprise which is operated, managed or owned, in whole or in part, by:

a parent company of any NAMED INSURED or any INSURED;

to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of discrimination by the INSURED on the basis of age, colour, race, sex, creed, national origin, marital status, handicap, physical disability or sexual preference;

to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of a breach of the Financial Services Act 1986 or the rules of any regulatory body and any regulation or order issued pursuant to any of the foregoing unless endorsed hereon;

to the liability of others assumed by the INSURED under any contract or agreement except when such liability would have been imposed even in the absence of any such contract or agreement;

to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of express warranties and guarantees;

to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of cost estimates or estimates of probable costs being exceeded;

to any CLAIM based upon or attributable to the intentional, wilful or deliberate non‑compliance with any EC directive or Council decision, or any UK or EC regulation, order or other statute, bye‑law, statutory instrument, a notice, order or instruction of Ministry or other Governmental or Statutory Body or Agency, Local Authority or any like organisation;

to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of errors and omissions resulting from the INSURED's laboratory analysis;

to any claim directly or indirectly caused by or contributed to by or arising from:

ionising radiations or contamination by radioactivity from any nuclear fuel or from any nuclear waste from the combustion of nuclear fuel,

the radioactive, toxic, explosive or other hazardous properties of any explosive nuclear assembly or nuclear component thereof,

the actual, alleged or threatened exposure of person(s) or property to any radioactive matter except where specifically endorsed onto the policy.

to any CLAIM based upon or arising under any employment compensation or disability benefits law or similar law;

14.
arising from injury to any employee, director, officer or partner (where the NAMED INSURED is a partnership) of the NAMED INSURED if such injury occurs during and in the course of his or her employment, office, occupation or business with the NAMED INSURED, or which would otherwise be covered by the Employers' or General Liability policy maintained under the Employers' Liability (Compulsory Insurance) Act 1969 or similar legislation;

15.
to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of the ownership, maintenance, use, operation, loading or unloading of any motor vehicle as defined in Section 185 of the Road Traffic Act 1988 or any, aircraft, hovercraft, watercraft, or rolling stock;

16.
to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of goods or products manufactured, sold, handled, distributed, altered or repaired by the INSURED or by others trading under its name including any container thereof, or any reliance upon a representation of warranty made at any time with respect thereto, but only if the BODILY INJURY or PROPERTY DAMAGE occurs away from premises owned, operated or leased to the INSURED or after physical possession of such has been relinquished to others;

17.
to any CLAIM due to PROPERTY DAMAGE to goods or products manufactured, sold, handled, or distributed by the INSURED arising out of such goods or products or any part thereof, or due to PROPERTY DAMAGE to work performed by or on behalf of the INSURED arising out of the work or any portion thereof, or out of materials, parts or equipment furnished in connection therewith;

18.
to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of any consequence, whether direct or indirect, of war, invasion, act of foreign enemy, hostilities (whether war be declared or not), civil war, rebellion, revolution, insurrection or military or usurped power, strike, riot, or civil commotion;

19.
to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of the actual, alleged, or threatened exposure of person(s) or property to any radioactive matter except where specifically endorsed onto the policy;

20.
to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of any waste or materials parts or equipment of any description to be transported via VEHICLE, aircraft, watercraft, or rolling stock beyond the boundaries of the job sites where PROFESSIONAL SERVICES designated in Item 5 of the Schedule are being performed;

21.
to any CLAIM based upon or arising from the testing, repair, installation, or maintenance of underground storage tanks and underground piping;

An underground storage tank is any tank, including associated underground piping connected to the tank, that has at least ten (10) per cent of its volume below ground.

22.
to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of exposure to asbestos. In addition, this Policy does not apply to CLAIMS based upon or arising from the removal, clean‑up, encapsulation, or disposal of asbestos products, fibres or asbestos dust,

23.
to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of:

a.
property owned, leased or rented by or to the INSURED; or

b.
property the INSURED has sold or given away, or abandoned;

24.
to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of the advising or requiring of, or failure to advise or require or failure to maintain any form of insurance, suretyship or bond, either with respect to the INSURED or any other entity or company;

25.
to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of plagiarism, passing-off, infringement or alleged infringement of copyright, trademark, patent or design patent, unregistered design right, registered design, moral rights, all the rights in the nature of the said rights through the world or unfair business or employment practices;

26.
to any CLAIM based upon or arising out of any EC and/or governmental direction or request that the INSURED test for, monitor, clean up, remove, contain, treat, detoxify or neutralise pollutants, however this exclusion does not apply to those PROFESSIONAL SERVICES being performed under contract with a governmental authority;

27.
arising from any unlawful, wanton or malicious act committed maliciously by a person or persons acting on behalf or in connection with any unlawful association;


For the purpose of this exclusion: 

"unlawful association" means any organisation which is engaged in terrorism and includes an organisation which at any relevant time is a proscribed organisation within the meaning of the Northern Ireland (Emergency Provisions) Act 1973

"terrorism" means the use of violence for political ends and includes any use of violence for the purpose of putting the public or any section of the public in fear.

from CLAIMS seeking non‑pecuniary relief;

29.
from CLAIMS arising from the ownership or operation of any "offshore installation" as defined in the Health and Safety at Work Act 1974 or any deepwater port nor shall there be any coverage for liability resulting from emissions of drilling fluid, oil, gas or other fluids from any oil, gas, mineral, water or geothermal well of any nature whatsoever;

30.
from CLAIMS arising from POLLUTION CONDITIONS based upon or attributable to acid rain conditions, flood, tidal wave, earthquake and volcanic activity;

31.
from CLAIMS arising from operations performed at sites identified on any Governmental list of potentially contaminated sites unless specifically scheduled into the policy by endorsement;

V
EXTENDED DISCOVERY PERIOD
In the event of the termination of this insurance by reason of non‑renewal or cancellation by the INSURED, or if the Company shall cancel this policy or terminate it by refusing to renew, for reasons other than the NAMED INSURED'S non‑payment of premium and/or retention and/or non‑compliance with the terms and conditions of this Policy, the INSURED shall be entitled to an extension of this coverage upon payment of an additional premium of not more than 200% of the premium shown in the Schedule.  The extension of coverage granted hereunder shall be subject to all the terms and conditions of this Policy and shall apply to CLAIMS FIRST MADE AGAINST THE INSURED AND REPORTED IN WRITING TO THE COMPANY during THIRTY-SIX (36) MONTHS following immediately upon the effective date of such cancellation or non‑renewal, but only by reason of any act, error or omission in PROFESSIONAL SERVICES or POLLUTION CONDITION arising out of the performance by the INSURED of PROFESSIONAL SERVICES rendered before such applicable termination or expiration date and otherwise covered by this insurance. This thirty-six (36) month interval shall hereinafter be referred to as the EXTENDED DISCOVERY PERIOD. It is a condition precedent to the operation of the rights granted under this clause that payment of the appropriate premium shall be made not later than ten days after expiration of the policy.

For the purposes of this clause the quotation of different terms and conditions by the Company shall not be construed as non-renewal.

The fact that the period during which CLAIMS may be first made against the INSURED and reported in writing to the Company under this Policy is extended by virtue of the Extended Discovery Period shall not in any way increase the limits of liability of this Policy.

VI 
LIMITS OF LIABILITY AND RETENTION
A.
Limits of Liability ‑ Each CLAIM -  The liability of the Company for each CLAIM, in excess of the retention, including DAMAGES and CLAIMS EXPENSE, first made against the INSURED and reported in writing to the Company during the POLICY PERIOD or the Extended Discovery Period, if purchased, shall not exceed the amount stated in the Schedule for "each CLAIM".

B.
Limits of Liability ‑ Policy Aggregate -  Subject to paragraph A above (Limits of Liability ‑ Each CLAIM), the liability of the Company shall not exceed the amount stated in Item 3 of the Schedule as "Total for all CLAIMS" as a result of all CLAIMS first made against the INSURED and reported in writing to the Company during the POLICY PERIOD or the Extended Discovery Period, if purchased.

C.
Retention - The retention as shown in Item 4 of the Schedule shall be borne by the INSURED and shall not be insured. It shall include DAMAGES and CLAIMS EXPENSE, whether or not DAMAGES are paid.

D.
MULTIPLE CLAIMS - Coverage A and B -  The inclusion herein of more than one INSURED or the making of CLAIMS and the institution of legal action by more than one person shall not operate to increase the Company's limit of liability.  One or more CLAIMS arising out of the same or related acts, errors or omissions in PROFESSIONAL SERVICES or from the same or related POLLUTION CONDITIONS arising from PROFESSIONAL SERVICES rendered shall be considered a single CLAIM, and the limit of liability shown in Item 3 of the Schedule as applicable to "each CLAIM" shall apply and only one Retention shall apply thereto.

E.
MULTIPLE CLAIMS ‑ Coverage A and B COMBINED - The limits of liability stated in Item 3 of the Schedule as applicable to each CLAIM is the total limit of the Company's liability under Coverage A and B COMBINED for all DAMAGES arising out of the same or related acts, errors, or omissions or POLLUTION CONDITIONS arising from PROFESSIONAL SERVICES rendered and only one Retention shall apply thereto.

VII 
DEFENCE, SETTLEMENT and COOPERATION
A.
With respect to the insurance afforded by this Policy, the Company shall defend any CLAIM against the INSURED seeking DAMAGES to which this insurance applies, even if any of the allegations are groundless, false or fraudulent. It is further agreed that the Company may make such investigation of any CLAIM as it deems expedient, but the Company shall not be obligated to pay DAMAGES or to defend or to continue to defend any CLAIM after the applicable limits of the Company's liability have been exhausted by payment of DAMAGES and/or CLAIMS EXPENSE.

B.
The INSURED shall co‑operate with the Company and upon the Company's request shall submit to examination and questioning by the representative of the Company, under oath if required, and shall attend hearings, depositions and trials and shall assist in effecting settlement, securing and giving evidence, obtaining the attendance of witnesses and in the conduct of legal actions, as well as in the investigation and/or defence, all without charge to the Company. The INSURED shall further cooperate with the Company and do whatever is necessary to secure and effect any rights of indemnity, contribution or apportionment which the INSURED may have. The INSURED shall not, except at its costs, make any payment, admit any liability, settle any CLAIMS, assume any obligation or incur any expense without the written consent of the Company.

C.
The Company shall not settle any CLAIM without the consent of the INSURED. If however, the INSURED shall refuse to consent to any settlement recommended by the Company and shall elect to contest the CLAIM or continue any legal proceedings in connection with such CLAIM, then the Company's liability for the CLAIM shall not exceed the amount for which the CLAIM could have been settled plus CLAIMS EXPENSE incurred up to the date of such refusal.  Such amounts are subject to the Limits of Liability and Retention provision of the Policy.

VIII 
NOTICE
A.
In the event of a CLAIM immediate written or oral notice containing particulars sufficient to identify the INSURED and also reasonably obtainable information with respect to the time, place and circumstances thereof, and the names and addresses of the injured and of available witnesses, shall be given by or for the INSURED to the Company or any of its authorised agents. In the event of oral notice, the INSURED agrees to furnish a written report as soon as possible and in any event within 10 days of providing such oral notice.

B.
As a condition precedent to the coverage hereunder, if a CLAIM is made or legal action or arbitration is instituted against the INSURED, the INSURED shall immediately forward to the Company every demand, notice, summons, order or other process received by the INSURED or the INSURED's representative.

IX 
OTHER CONDITIONS
A.
Schedule and Application - By acceptance of this Policy, the INSURED agrees that the statements in the Schedule and Application are the INSURED's agreements and representations, that this policy is issued in reliance upon the truth of such representations and that this policy embodies all agreements existing between the INSURED and the Company or any of its agents relating to this insurance.

B.
Examination, Audit and Inspection - The Company may examine, audit and inspect the INSURED's books, records services and activities at any time during the POLICY PERIOD and within three years after the final termination of this Policy, as far as they relate to the subject matter of this Policy.

The Company shall have the right to modify, amend or delete any of the terms and conditions of this Policy including the right to charge additional premium and the right to withdraw, rescind, or void the Policy, if its examination, audit or inspection reveals any material risk, hazard or condition that was not previously disclosed by the INSURED in the Application or supplemental material, or which deviated from the information disclosed in the Application or supplemental material.

C.
Cancellation - This Policy may be cancelled by the NAMED INSURED by surrender thereof to the Company or any of its authorised agents or by posting to the Company written notice stating when thereafter the cancellation shall be effective. This Policy may be cancelled by the Company by posting to the NAMED INSURED at the address shown in this policy, written notice stating when not less than 30 days (l0 days for non‑payment of premium) thereafter such cancellation shall be effective. The posting of notice as aforesaid shall be sufficient proof of notice. The time of surrender or the effective date and hour of cancellation stated in the notice shall become the end of the POLICY PERIOD. Delivery of such written notice either by the NAMED INSURED or by the Company shall be equivalent to posting.

D.
Premium Adjustment - When requested by the Company, the NAMED INSURED shall furnish the Company with a signed statement of the INSURED's total gross receipts or other premium base as specified in the Schedule for the POLICY PERIOD.

The actual earned premium shall be computed thereon at the premium rate stipulated in the rate endorsement attached to this Policy. If the actual earned premium is more than the deposit premium, the INSURED shall pay the difference to the Company; if less, the Company shall refund the difference to the INSURED except that the Company shall be entitled to the minimum premium as stated in the Schedule.

When used as a premium base:

GROSS RECEIPTS means the gross amount of money charged by the INSURED for PROFESSIONAL SERVICES rendered during the POLICY PERIOD.

E.
Action Against Company - No action shall lie against the Company unless, as a condition precedent thereto, there shall have been full compliance with all of the terms of this Policy, nor until the amount of the INSURED's obligation to pay shall have been finally determined either by judgement against the INSURED after actual trial or by written agreement of the INSURED, the claimant and the Company. No person or organisation shall have any right under this Policy to join the Company as a party to any action against the INSURED to determine the INSURED's liability, nor shall the Company be joined as a party by the INSURED or its legal representative. Bankruptcy or insolvency of the INSURED or the INSURED's estate shall not relieve the Company of any of its obligations hereunder.

F. Assignment - This Policy shall be void if assigned or transferred without written consent of the Company.

G.
Subrogation - In the event of any payment under this Policy, the Company shall be subrogated to all the INSURED's rights of recovery therefor against any person or organisation and the INSURED shall execute and deliver instruments and papers and do whatever else is necessary to secure such rights. The INSURED shall do nothing after a CLAIM to prejudice such rights.

H.
Changes - Notice to any agent or knowledge possessed by any agent or by any other person acting on behalf of the Company shall not effect a waiver or a change in any part of this Policy or estop the Company from asserting any right under the terms of this Policy; nor shall the terms of this Policy by waived or changed, except by endorsement issued to form a part of this Policy.

I.
Sole Agent - The NAMED INSURED shall act on behalf of all INSUREDS for payment or return of premium, receipt and acceptance of any endorsement issued to form a part of this Policy, giving and receiving notice of cancellation or non‑renewal, and the exercise of the rights provided in Section V. EXTENDED DISCOVERY PERIOD.

J.
Choice of Law - It is agreed that in the event of the failure of the Company to pay any amount claimed to be due hereunder, the Company and the INSURED, will submit to the jurisdiction of England and will comply with all the requirements necessary to give such court jurisdiction. All matters arising hereunder including questions related to the interpretation, performance and enforcement of this Policy shall be determined in accordance with the English law (notwithstanding English Law's choice of law rules).

K.
Other Insurance - Subject to the limitation of coverage as set forth in Section I. INSURING AGREEMENT for prior insurance, this insurance shall be in excess of the retention amount stated in the Schedule of this Policy and any other valid and collectible insurance available to the INSURED whether such other insurance is stated to be primary, pro rata, contributory, excess, contingent or otherwise, unless such other insurance is written only as a specific excess insurance over the limits of liability provided in the Policy.

L.
